bop jazz pianist. He came to prominence as a
member of drummer Art Blakey's band before
establishing a long career as a bandleader and
composer.

Pianist/
composer Helen Sung is a graduate of the
Thelonious Monk Institute of Jazz Performance
and won the Kennedy Center’s Mary Lou
Williams Jazz Piano Competition.
